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set of instruments or tools we
use, The fourth is the variety
of efforts we put in. And
finally, there is the role of
divine grace. These five
together make any action
possible.”

He also mentioned that
Gandhi's Gita is simple and
accessible for all readers. He
acknowledged all the alumni
guests, especially Prabhunath,
for encouraging students to
read the Gita.

He admitted that Lucknow
University has played a major
role in shaping careers, which
is why they stand where they
are today.

He emphasised that merit
is important in one’s life to
become a role model, and
choosing the right path is
essential. While family plays
a crucial role, he advised
staying away from ego.

He stressed the importance
of helping others and, quoting
Albert Einstein, said that one
must always give back in
return for whatever one has
achieved.
