There had been series of confron-
tations between the Chairman, Press council of
India and the authors in questions that drew
political attention. Albiet of all these and its re-
cent media criticism and lampooning on perceived
elitism, irrelevance, commercialization of litera-
ture and dependence on celebrities, JLF has
carved its niche amongst its readers and stood
by the importance of book festivals. This time
the festival was scheduled from January 21-25.
Earlier this year it had been reported that the
tentative list of speakers this season will be 181
including V.S.Naipaul, Chetan Bhagat and Amish
Tripathi. In this year 2015, the festival also ex-
panded beyond the four walls of Diggi Palace,
holding over 300 events in 10 venues from
10:30AM to 7:15 PM, including the Music Stage
at clarks Amer, the Jaipur BookMark at Narain
Niwas, and two special sessions at Amer Fort

and Hawa Mahal which focused on heritage and
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culture. These sub-events were supported by
Rajasthan Tourism. Jaipur BookMark was focused
at publishing industry forum in which the plural
linguistic publishing streams of South Asia con-
nected with each other and with the world. No-
table sessions of the festival in 2015 included
two packed sessions each for Nobel Laureate Sir
V.S. Naipaul and former President of India, Dr.
APJ Abdul Kalam, who drew a 5000 strong crowd
to the Front Lawns of Diggi Palace. There was
40% increase in students visiting the Festival,
with average age of visitor being 21 years old.
The Festival furthered its mission of making lit-
erature accessible to all by taking authors to
schools in Jaipur, with 50 sessions taking place
over two weeks in partnership with Pratham
Books. The events’ happening were constantly
being made available online on twitter, facebook,
linkedIn,google plus, you tube besides on cloud.
Various other online portals and print media such

as money control and India today also gave full
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coverage to the event.

Most of
the events at the festival are free and not tick-
eted, except the registration fees that ranges
from - 3500/-per day to ~ 6000/- for two days
per person . The Diggi Palace Hotel, Jaipur
Rajasthan serves as the main venue of the fes-
tival held each year in during the month of Janu-
ary. Usually it is organised in the Hall of Audience
and gardens of the palace, in the city centre along
with the excellence in Rajasthani, Indian and In-
ternational writings. The festival though gained
international media attention in 2012 only due
to a number of events related to Salman Rushdie
and the Satanic Verses controversy. Rushdie,
one of the registered attendee at the fest, can-
celled his complete tour of India citing possible
threats. Not only he, but several other authors

caught under various controversies were advised
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
