as ‘punishment’ for indiscipline

Lucknow: In a novel initiati-
ve, Lucknow University has
decided to adopt a reform-ori-
ented approach to discipline
students creating ruckus on
the campus.

Instead of relying on con-
ventional measures such as
show cause notices, suspen-
sion or expulsion to punish
trouble makers, the universi-
ty will now assign the social
service tasks.

students who fail to comp-
lete the assigned social work
may be barred from retur-
ning to LU. Tasks will include
working among slum dwel-
lers, participating in aware-
ness and plantation drives,

Corrective duties that may be assigned:

» Cleaning parks, roads &
public spaces

» Tutoring underprivileged
children or peers

» Assisting local NGOs, food

» Environmental work like
tree plantation drives

» Supporting elderly or
helping at animal shelters

banks, or homeless shelters

and traffic management. The
type of work and its duration
will be decided by the univer-
sity proctor board based on
the nature of the offence.

“To ensure campus disci-
pline, we will focus onhelping

students become self-discipli-
ned. Trouble makers will be
punished in a way that con-
nects them with service to so-
clety,” said VC Prof JP 5aini.

e said the first step
H would be to assign the

students to work with
select NGOs for 20 davs or
more, depending on the na-
ture of the misconduct. If the
student remains absent fre-
quently or fails to complete
theservice, thendisciplinary
action will be taken, the VC
added.

Drawing a comparison
with defence services, the
vice-chancellor said cadets
are often disciplined through
assigned tasks. “Expulsion
or suspension is not a solu-
tion,asthey may joinanother
college and create the same
nuisance there,” he said.

Until now, LLU used to ex-
pel or suspend students in
cases of severe indiscipline.
[L.ast year, eight incidents of
indiscipline occurred on the
campus, Iincluding group
clashes that left students

with head injuries, but no ac-
tion was taken, and only
show-cause notices were is-
sued to students by the proc-
tor board.

LU spokesperson Mukul
Srivastava said several inter-
national institutions use
community service as a re-
storative disciplinary mea-
sure for student misconduct.
“This initiative by vice-chan-
cellor Prof JP Saini will en-
forcedisciplineandserveasa
corrective step to help stu-
dents become better human
beings,” he said.
