She was im-
mediately recommended a
blood transfusion and medi-
cation by a doctors’ team.

The av-
erage haemoglobin count of
the girl students came aro-
und 11 grams while that of te-
achers was13.

The next health camp that
will test haemoglobin, diabe-
tes and medical 1ssues of fe-
male students will be held on
LU second campus,” said de-
an, student welfare, Poonam
Tandon. She sald “we have In-
formed parents of the stu-
dents whose haemoglobin co-
unt came 5 along with advice
to improve her diet and get
her treatment done.
